« Begun 32 years ago with $9,000 from the Rotary Club of Charleston, CCF has
provided more than $51 million in grant support to a wide range of charities in
Beaufort, Berkeley, Charleston, Colleton, Dorchester, Georgetown, Hampton and
Jasper counties—and beyond.

« CCF manages over $128 million held in 438 different funds.

« Atotal of 31 new funds were created. Seven donors joined the Honor Roll of
Legacy Builders by making bequest plans, bringing the total to 125 members.

« CCF distributed more than $7.26 million in grants (excluding the Bunnelle Foun-
dation—see below) to 561 charitable organizations located in every county we
serve.

= The Charitable Society of Charleston (CSC) surpassed the $100,000 goal for their
endowment, and the Mt. Pleasant Rotary has built its scholarship endowment to
more than $200,000.

= New and existing donors to CCF's Lowcountry Conservation Loan Fund exceeded
the Turner Foundation “Challenge Grant” of $150,000 with gifts totaling
$164,681.

« The Frances P. Bunnelle Foundation, an A liate Organization of CCF serving
Georgetown County, awarded more than $2.09 million in grants to 34 charitable
groups in the county. The Bunnelle Board includes Steve Ford (Chair), Alan Alt-
man, Bob Moran, Jody Tamsberg, and John Tiencken with Geales Sands serving as
Executive Director.

« Inits 8" year of grantmaking, The Beaufort Fund awarded more than $450,000 in
grants in Beaufort, Colleton, Hampton and Jasper counties. Its cumulative grant-
making now totals $2.12 million to more than 120 nonprofit groups. The Fund
is now awarding 3-year grants to a select group of non-pro ts which have been
consistently funded over the years.

From the Chair

First, | wish to thank Madeleine McGee for her out-
standing service to the Coastal Community Founda-
tion over the past 10 years. In stepping down as
President, Madeleine leaves a legacy of expansion

in our service area from three counties to eight and
a six-fold increase in our grantmaking from $1.1 to
$6.8 million. CCF also matured as a philanthropic
leader and collaborative partner tackling challeng-
ing community issues such as heirs’ property and the
need for conservation loan funds.

The Board of Directors has launched a nationwide

search for her replacement with a goal to install

a new president by October. Richard Hendry, our

most experienced professional, is currently serving as interim president. We have an
outstanding sta and a board of directors which is made up of many of coastal South
Carolina’s civic leaders. We will continue our tradition of growth for the sole purpose
of bene ting our region in health and human needs, education and the arts, the envi-
ronment, community development, and other areas.

In the year 2005-2006, more than 942 donors invested $11.6 million (up from $9.2
million last year) to increase existing funds, create news ones and support community
causes. Another metric of interest and a measure of the generosity of our coastal
community is that per capita giving through CCF based on population and CCF asset
base ($120 + million for our population of 800,000 = $148 per capita) is comparable
to per capita giving through the Atlanta Community Foundation ($600 million for a
population of 4.2 million = $139 per capita).

We look forward to an exciting, productive 2006-2007 year and the opportunity to
give back in many ways for the wonderful blessings we share.

As of June 30" CCF’s investment return for the 1-year period was 10.3%, as compared with our benchmark of 11.1%.
Our ve-year return was 6.5%. For the ten-year period, our returns have surpassed the benchmark at 9.5% v. 8.2%.

CCF operated with a budget of $1,050,913.
